Important: The following measures are in place immediately through May 15, 2020 
 
The Health Officer of the County of LA Department of Public Health has issued a News Release on April 
10, 2020 informing that a new Health Officer Order is being issued that extends the stipulation in the 
previous Health Officer Order through May 15, 2020 (http://publichealth.lacounty.gov/).  The public 
is also required to wear a face covering to enter essential businesses.  All public and private 
gatherings of any number of people occurring outside a single household or living unit remain 
prohibited. Beaches, trails and trailheads and non-essential businesses remain closed.  In 
compliance with this New Order, the church will implement the following measures through May 15, 
2020, subject to change based on Government’s future order:

• House of Abundance (5:00 PM-6:30 PM) (Zoom, meeting ID: 661-508-892). The video will 

later be uploaded to our church’s website (www.fecsgv.org)  
 

2. Sunday School Classes, Small Group Gatherings, Prayer Meetings:  We encourage all these 
meetings to go online using Zoom.  Please check with congregational pastors. 
 

3. Church Staff to work remotely: All Pastoral and Administrative staff will work remotely through May
