2013 Taiwan Short-Term Mission Prayer Letter

Dear Prayer Warrior,
Peace to you.

The Lord has widely opened the door of Taiwan Short-Term Mission since 2009! Every year God miraculously blesses
us with the doubled number of the unsaved. This year our service area includes Taichung Da-Jia, Mao-Li, and Nan-
Tou Pu-Li areas. We will be using the format of English Character Camp to reach out to about 3,000 (mostly A grade
& some 3™ to 6" grade) students. We will share the Gospel with the students by teaching about Bible characters,
stories, American culture, and major holidays. By God’s grace, we left very good impression with them in the past
and by the word of mouth, one school (Rih-Nan Middle School) invited 2 more middle schools to join in this year.

Not only 4 school principals have invited us to do the English Camp, 10 churches will participate in this great
evangelistic endeavor. Our summer Taiwan Short Term Mission has formed a great mission torrent with many
churches and people joining in, including FEC-SGV, FEC-Cerritos, FEC-Diamond Bar, FEC-Arcadia, GCCI, Taipei
Canaan Church, Taipei Mei-Fu Church, Oneness Church, Taichung Full Gospel Church, and Rih-Nan Church. There
are 74 (U.S. 39 and Taiwan 35) participating coworkers in Week 1 (7/29-8/2) and 77 (U.S. 46 and Taiwan 31) in
Week 2 (8/5-9), totaling distinct coworkers 120 (U.S. 62, and Taiwan 58).

Our service projects include the following:

1. English Character Camp: Shuen-Tian Middle School, Da-Jia Middle School, Rih-Nan Middle School and Rih-
Nan Elementary School.
2. VBS: assisting and training Da-Jia Bread of Life Church, Yuan-Li Bread of Life Church, and Pu-Li

Minority Church to host VBS programs.

3. Parenting seminar: 4 nights of parenting class and testimonies in the evening for the families of the English
Camp attendees, with the 5th evening being an evangelistic outreach banquet.

4. English workshops: 1. English phonics and conversation; 2. Creative toy design contest; 3. Talent show; 4.
Sports; and 5. Arts & craft.

5. Home visitation for members of Rih-Nan Church, Da-Jia Bread of Life, Yuan-Li Bread of Life, and Pu-Li
Minority Church.

Special topic workshops— Journey to Intimacy, No Apologies, Inner Healing, and Counseling at local churches.

7. En-Fu Drug Treatment and Rehabilitation Center in Mao-Li: Inner Healing, Celebration Recovery and
Psychological Counseling.
