GUIDELINES FOR CHILDREN'S BEHAVIOR IN 60D'S CHURCH

“Listen to advice and accept instruction, and in the end you will be wise.” Proverbs 19:20

Remember that God’s Church is different from a regular school or
playground. God’s Church is a holy place. The Church is God’s house.
When you are at church, your behavior should be reverent.

Be friendly. Smile and give a greeting such as “hello” or “hi” to others you meet
at church.

Bring your Bible and other regular weekly materials to class (i.e. homework,
devotions, etc.)

Be sure your parent(s) or guardian(s) get notices, bulletins, etc. that are sent
home for them.

Come to church with the expectation that you can make a difference in how
God can bless you and others.

IN REGARD TO CLASS BEHAVIOR

Speak courteously by using appropriate language, volume, and tone.

Speak when it’s your turn, and listen when another speaks.

Pay attention when the teacher is teaching or giving directions.

Follow directions the first time they are given.

Clean up your space and put away materials you have used (including trash
from refreshment time).

Appreciate others when they try to participate instead of making fun or being
critical.

Don’t chew gum at church.

IN REGARD TO PERSONAL AND CHURCH PROPERTY

Care for church furniture/equipment/supplies by using it properly and putting it
away after its use.

Respect the belongings of others by not touching, using, or borrowing without
permission.

Turn in lost money and/or item(s) immediately to your teacher.

Label personal belongings with your name (especially your Bible) so items can
be returned if lost.

Don’t bring things to church that may be a distraction to you and others during
church time.

Use church property only with permission by a teacher. This includes the
chalkboard, white board, piano, play equipment from lower division classes,
etc.



IN REGARD TO YOUR SAFETY AND THE SAFETY OF OTHERS

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Once on church grounds, stay on church grounds.

Walk, don’t run on church grounds. No chasing or playing tag (especially
between cars).

Don't sit or play on tables or stacked chairs.

Report all incidents and injuries to your teacher.

Inform your teacher if you don’t feel well.

Get permission from a teacher to enter/use a church or department office or
kitchen area.

Don'’t enter a class or meeting area until a teacher arrives.

Make sure your teacher assigns you a partner when you visit the restroom.
Remember to flush the toilet, wash your hands, and throw away paper towels
in the correct receptacle.

IN REGARDS TO WORSHIP
Worshiping God through songs, prayers, and the study of the Bible is a special time.
Show reverence (a feeling or attitude of deep respect, love, and awe) to God.

Revere and honor God in your worship behavior by
A. Preparing yourself for worship
e In your manner of dress
e By bringing your Bible to worship
e By having an offering ready
e By quieting yourself before entering the worship area and when you
get to your seat
B. Participating actively in worship
e Through voiced or silent praying
e Through praising and singing with intent
e Through the giving of an offering
e Through listening attentively to and through the reading of God’s
Word, the Bible

Don’t cause God to be upset at your worship behavior by permitting

disruption to the worship

A. By distracting others with play, talk, note passing, etc.

B. By bringing food/drink (including gum) into the worship area

C. By disturbing pulpit furnishings or equipment before, during, or after
worship time
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
