PARENT’S RESPONSIBILITIES

Let'’s work together to raise children
"in stature worthy of God and man.” (Luke 2:52)

. Parents of Nursery and Preschool children (birth to 5 yrs.) must
be in a church event at all times. They cannot drop off their
child and leave the church premises. However, parents of our
Elementary Grade children, grades 1-5, are not required to be
on the church grounds at all times.

. In a church setting, parents are expected to interact with their
child’s teachers. These “uncles” and “aunties” have much
influence in the upbringing of your child.

e Get to know your child’s teachers and ministers. At the very
least, say “Hi” to them.

e Participate in the parent meetings, socials or field trips, and
the Family Worships.

e (Call teachers when your child will be absent. Your teachers
do care, and are willing to pray for your child and your
family.

e Give updates on how your child is doing in school and in
family life. Again, our teachers do care and are willing to
pray and encourage your child.

e Participate in your child’s annual department Teacher
Appreciation Lunch. Because our teachers receive no salary
for the caring of your kids, it would be a nice gesture of
appreciation if you attend this event.

. Do help your child to be on time for class. It is unfair to the “on
time” children when teachers must give special attention to the
latecomers. It is also disruptive to the operation of the class.

. Get to know the other church parents and kids. Your child’s
church friends are special. Lasting bonds will form throughout
their teens and into their adult life. So let’s get to know and
support each other’s families.

. Do encourage your child to attend all our children’s activities.
Good participation is needed for your child to make lifelong
church friends, understand the Bible lessons, and to develop a
deeper understanding of the Christian worldview and lifestyle.
Make church-going a priority in your child’s life.
